The Saturday/Sunday morning club is back again thanks to funding from Southwark Council. The club offers an excellent opportunity for SEN students in Schools across the borough as well as children not in full time education.

The club is now in its fourth year and is still based at Spa School, Monnow Road, Bermondsey, SE1 5RN. Southwark have asked us to extend the club to a Sunday also due to the success of previous years. 
The start date this year will be Saturday 26th/Sunday 27th November 2011 and will run until Saturday 31st March 2012/Sunday 1st April 2012.

The club will be closed for Christmas. The last weekend we will be open is 17th/18th December 2011 and we will re-open on 7th/8th January 2012.
Parents/Carers have a several opportunities on the day being:-

· drop off your child and pick them up at the end of the session

·  stay and watch your child performing the two sports

·  stay and take part in the activities as well

·  stay and use the morning to train in our new gym  

· Use the time as respite

There are two time slots available:-

We have two groups running at the same time, a secondary age group (11-18) and a primary school age group (5 – 11).

Both groups run a 45 minute session for both trampolining and gymnastics which is a unique opportunity to access both on the same day. Whilst students are waiting their turn for the trampoline they will have a multi skills circuit or boccia/new age kurling and we are also looking to implement goal ball this year.  
The club will run for a total of 17 weeks and hopefully after that we will be able to continue for the rest of the year with new funding from the local authority. We normally charge £2 per session so we can keep the club running for that bit longer but this year we will be asking for parents to make a contribution of just £25 for the full 17 weeks.  
This was the first SEN sports club in Southwark and we hope that you will agree that there is a big need for something like this in our Borough.
